member of the committee of management.

There are over 2000 stall holders on the wait list, which is quite staggering, and a good position to
be in. Greg vets potential new stall holders so there are not too many of the same thing, and is
always looking for new and novel stalls.

It has been listed as one of the top four riverside markets in Australia which is a wonderful
accolade. It has a faithful following and we found out that many people use the various bus routes
through Warrandyte to get there because parking is such a problem. The market length includes
four bus stops in Yarra Street so it is easy to get to for bus commuters coming from either direction
from Eltahm, The Pines and Ringwood Station.

We consider ourselves very lucky to be part of such a successful operation which has a rich
history in the local area and is so sought after by stall holders. By and large the feedback from the
guys who do the set up in the early hours of the morning marshalling stall holders is that most are
fantastic and appreciative of what we do. The atmosphere is relaxed and there is something at the
market for everyone. It’s a great day out.
