He said one of the most positive and 

interesting aspects of the project was 

solving the problem of how to 

landscape around the large ventilation 

structures. It will be covered with earth 

and landscaped to form a huge public 

space with native vegetation and bike 

paths etc. It did look impressive in the 

photos.   
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I suggest you google the web site for the North East Link project and have a good look at the 

information and photos which depict how it will look. Now that it is a reality – ironically right next door to 

the venue on the corner of Bulleen Road and the Eastern Freeway was construction work for some of 

the plumbing works.
